1. WHO WE ARE AND IMPORTANT INFORMATION

4. HOW WE USE YOUR PERSONAL DATA

We will only use your personal data when the law allows us to. Most commonly, we will use
your personal data in the following circumstances, contact you about your event booking.

Performance of Contract this means processing your data where it is necessary for
the performance of a contract to which you are a party or to take steps at your
request before entering into such a contract.

Legitimate Interest this means the interest of our business in conducting and
managing our business to enable us to give you the best service/product and the
most secure experience. We make sure we consider and balance any potential
impact on you (both positive and negative) and your rights before we process your
personal data for our legitimate interests. We do not use your personal data for
activities where our interests are overridden by the impact on you (unless we have
your consent or are otherwise required or permitted to by law). You can obtain further
information about how we assess our legitimate interests against any potential
impact on you in respect of specific activities by [INSERT DETAILS].

Change of purpose

5. WHO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL DATA WITH

We may have to share your personal data with the parties set out below for the purposes set
out in the table in paragraph 4 above.

HM Revenue & Customs, regulators and other authorities

We require all third parties to respect the security of your personal data and to treat it in
accordance with the law. We do not allow our third-party service providers to use your
personal data for their own purposes and only permit them to process your personal data for
specified purposes and in accordance with our instructions.

7. DATA SECURITY



We have put in place appropriate security measures to prevent your personal data from
being accidentally lost, used or accessed in an unauthorised way, altered or disclosed. In
addition, we limit access to your personal data to those employees, agents, contractors and
other third parties who have a business need to know. They will only process your personal
data on our instructions and they are subject to a duty of confidentiality.

We have put in place procedures to deal with any suspected personal data breach and will
notify you and any applicable regulator of a breach where we are legally required to do so.

8. DATA RETENTION

We will only retain your personal data for as long as necessary to fulfil the purposes we
collected it for, including for the purposes of satisfying any legal, accounting, or reporting
requirements.

To determine the appropriate retention period for personal data, we consider the amount,
nature, and sensitivity of the personal data, the potential risk of harm from unauthorised use
or disclosure of your personal data, the purposes for which we process your personal data
and whether we can achieve those purposes through other means, and the applicable legal
requirements.

We will only hold your data until your Event booking day and after this we will delete.

In some circumstances you can ask us to delete your data: see Your legal rights below for
further information.

In some circumstances we may anonymise your personal data (so that it can no longer be
associated with you) for research or statistical purposes in which case we may use this
information indefinitely without further notice to you.

9. YOUR LEGAL RIGHTS

Unless subject to an exemption under the data protection laws, you have the following rights
with respect to your personal data:

The right to request a copy of the personal data which we hold about you;

The right to request that we correct any personal data if it is found to be inaccurate or
out of date;

The right to request your personal data is erased where it is no longer necessary to
retain such data;

The right to withdraw your consent to the processing at any time, where consent was
the lawful basis for processing your data;

The right to request that we provide you with your personal data and where possible,
to transmit that data directly to another data controller, (known as the right to data
portability), where applicable 9i.e. where our processing is based on consent or is
necessary for the performance of our contract with you or where we process your
data by automated means);



The right, where there is a dispute in relation to the accuracy or processing of your
personal data, to request a restriction is placed on further processing;

The right to object to our processing of personal data, where applicable i.e. where
processing is based on our legitimate interests (or in performance of a task in the
public interest/exercise of official authority); direct marketing or processing for the
purposes of scientific/historical research and statistics).

Time limit to respond

We try to respond to all legitimate requests within one month. Occasionally it may take us
longer than a month if your request is particularly complex or you have made a number of
requests. In this case, we will notify you and keep you updated.

Please keep us informed if your personal data changes during your relationship with us. It is
important that the personal data we hold about you is accurate and current.
